Our Holy Trinity Adult Bible Study series resumes on Thursday evenings starting Janu-
ary 12. We will meet from 7-8:30 p.m., in the Parish Office building. The format is
based on the Little Rock Scripture Study (LRSS) series (a Ministry of the Catholic Dio-
cese of Little Rock in partnership with Liturgical Press) and our focus will be the Book
of Genesis.

The series uses a Study Guide and a Commentary. Weekly there is a specific approach
to each session’s study. The series aims to help us read, study and live the Word of God;
to encourage us to grow in personal knowledge of God; and, to help us to experience a
greater sense of Christian community. Additionally, this format promotes and teaches
Roman Catholic biblical scholarship.

Pre-registration is required so that sufficient books can be ordered. A donation of
$15.00 is requested to cover the cost of each participant’s books. Scholarships are avail-
able.

All incoming Kindergarten students will need to be screened for Kindergarten developmental readiness
prior to formal acceptance. Kindergarten applicants must be assessed by our faculty at Serra. Kinder-
garten assessments are by appointment only.
